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Information
VET subjects are elective modules at Year 10.  In order to satisfactorily complete a VET subject, students must complete all of the required tasks and submit them by the due date. Therefore any student wishing to complete a VET subject in Year 10 must be able to demonstrate the following:
· Regular attendance above 85%
· A dedicated approach to study.
· Strong organisational and time management skills. 
· A very good record of completing work by the due date. 
· Having achieved above average results in the subject selected, or similar subject area.
All VET subjects have an associated cost.  Costs for VET subjects are still being determined.

Students MUST have a recommendation from their Year 9 teacher of this, or a similar subject, endorsing their subject selection. 

The College offers a range of VCE and VET subjects for students to select.  Students may only select one VET or VCE subject.  The VET subjects are:
· Certificate II in Automotive Vocational Preparation
· Certificate II in Building and Construction Pre-apprenticeship 
· Certificate II in Engineering Studies
· Certificate II in Electro Technology
· Certificate II in Salon Assistant and Certificate III in Beauty Services 
· Certificate II in Animal Studies 
· Certificate II in Agriculture
· Certificate II in Plumbing

NOTE: VCE and VET Modules will only run with sufficient numbers of students to make the class viable. However, every effort will be made to ensure that individual learning needs are met. Please follow the guidelines on the selection sheet carefully, to ensure that alternative modules are selected in the event that the selected subject is unable to be run.
